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The Price and Reward for Soul-Winning

[image: image2.wmf]A mother and her two daughters were passengers on a ship which was wrecked off the coast of England.  The husband and father kept going to the telegraph office until a message came through.  Quickly he looked and saw his wife’s name and then his eyes caught the word “saved.”  Tears of joy rushed to his eyes.  He looked again at the message and found it read “saved alone.”  In the midst of sorrow for his two daughters God enabled him to write the song, “It Is Well With My Soul.”  In honor of their two lost daughters Mr. and Mrs. Spafford started a missionary work in a distant land, giving all the rest of their days on earth and their money to it.  They decided that their report to their Lord in Heaven would not be “saved alone.”  Like Mr. and Mrs. Spafford we should be soul-winners so that our unsaved loved ones will soon be saved.  Then we will not have to go to Heaven “alone” but many of the people we knew on earth will be there with us.  We should learn, as did the Spaffords, that “he that winneth souls is wise” (Proverbs 11:30) “and they that be wise shall shine as the brightness of the firmament (sky); and they that turn many to righteousness as the stars for ever and ever” (Daniel 12:3).
[image: image3.wmf]This is your last lesson in soul-winning.  Are you willing to pay the price of winning souls?  Price?  Yes, there is a price to pay in order to get the reward.  A farmer works long and hard plowing and preparing the ground for seed.  Then he must keep the field cultivated, the weeks must be kept down.  After much labor and patience he reaps the reward, the harvest.  The Lord Jesus died for lost sinners, paid the price of their salvation, but you must pay a price if you would win souls to Christ.  This lesson tells you what this price is and also the great reward that God will give to soul-winners.

The Price You Pay
A. You must live wholly for Christ.
The Apostle Paul wrote a great deal about living wholly for Christ.  He wrote, “Yield (give) yourselves unto God”; “Present (give) your bodies . . . unto God”: and “To me to live is Christ” (Romans 6:13; 12:1; Philippians 1:21).  Paul was a great soul-winner because he “Always” let Christ be seen living His life through Paul (II Corinthians 4:5, 10; I Corinthians 2:2; Galatians 2:20).  A part of the price you pay to win souls is to be willing to live only for Christ.  Are you willing to do just the things that will please the Lord?  If you don’t let the Lord live His life through you in even one thing, others will use that as an excuse not to listen to you tell them how to be saved.  Live wholly for Christ so that you will have the joy of winning others to Him (Colossians 3:17; Matthew 5:16).
B. You must give up selfishness.
Someone has written a tract entitled, “Others May; You Cannot.” Its message is that others may do certain questionable things but those who wish to live close to the Lord and have His power cannot do these things.  Others may do worldly things; soul-winners cannot.  Others may be careless about going[image: image4.wmf] to church or Sunday School; soul-winners cannot.  Others may neglect Bible study; soul-winners cannot.  Others may be careless about their duties; soul-winners cannot.  Others may be lazy and not care about lost souls; soul-winners cannot.  Others may go with wicked people to bad places; soul-winners cannot.  Is this too great a price to pay to win souls?  (I Corinthians 10:31).
C. You will at times have to suffer for Christ.

[image: image6.wmf]Are you willing to pay the price of being laughed at down here on earth for a little while so that a soul can be saved forever? (I Peter 3:14). 

“Take all that I am, and use me, O Lord,

To spread the great message contained in Thy Word.

Not things will I give, not a part but the whole;

Use all to Thy glory – mind, body, and soul.”

D. You must really pray.
[image: image7.wmf][image: image8.wmf]Real prayer costs dearly, but it is worth all it costs.  All great soul-winners have been faithful in prayer.  Prayer is not just repeating a few names and asking the Lord to save them.  It is praying to God with a real desire in your heart that these people soon will accept Christ as Savior.  Jesus taught that answers would come to our prayers when we meant them as much as a man who needed food at night and a woman who needed help from a judge (Luke 11:5-10; 18-1-8).  Just think of it, in answer to this kind of prayer, the Holy Spirit works in the hearts to those you are seeking to win.  Prayer is work.  Will you pay this price to win souls?

The reward God will give to those who pay the price to win souls is great joy now and in the future.

E. You will have joy right now.
There is always joy in the hearts of people when a war is over.  But no joy can compare with the joy that is in the heart of a sinner when he is saved nor the joy in the heart of the one who has led him to Christ.  The gladness caused by the winning of a soul is shared by all in Heaven (Luke 15:7).  What great joy there is in the heart of Jesus when He knows that another person He died for has been born again.  There is nothing equal to the joy of winning a soul to Christ.

F. You will have joy in the future.

Soul-winners are making friendships that will last forever.  Won’t it be glorious to be welcomed in Heaven by a group of those whom you have led to Christ?  Apart from seeing and being with the Lord Jesus, surely the next greatest joy would be to have many say, “I am here because the Lord used you to show me the way.”

“Use me today, Lord, Use even me,

Use me to lead some lost soul to Thee.

Lead where thou wilt, Lord, open the way, 
And to Thy glory use me today.

Use me today to scatter the seed,

Bringing the blessing someone may need.

Whether I work or quietly pray,

Blessed Lord Jesus, use me today.”
