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Lesson 7

[image: image1.wmf]The Kinds of People a Soul-Winner Meets
The road to heaven does not begin with good works. 
[image: image2.wmf]You may be religious, go to church, hear the gospel, be baptized, do kind deeds, die for a friend, give to the poor, be a church member, find no fault with Christ, and be lost after all.
I. The kind of person we meet most often in soul-wining is the one who doesn’t care.

A. [image: image3.wmf]Show him that without Christ he is lost right now.

An unsaved person does not need to wait until the judgment day to find out that he is lost.  God says in the Bible that he is lost right now.  Verses you can use to prove this are Gospel of John 3:18 and 3:36.  You can tell the one to whom you are speaking that the saved have eternal life right now (Gospel of John 5:24 and 6:47) and the unsaved have the wrath of God abiding on them right now.  We have often heard people say, “Oh, I am so afraid my loved ones are going to be lost!”  They aren’t “Going to be lost,” they are lost right now if they haven’t trusted the Lord Jesus Christ for salvation.  This is why we should be so eager to see them and all others saved before it is too late.

B. Show him that being good will not save him.

So many people think they are good enough and often say, “I go to church.  I’m kind to my neighbors.  I do the best I can.  I have never stolen anything.  I have as good a chance as other people of getting to Heaven.”  You should tell a person who talks like this that doing good things will not save him.  Nicodemus had done many good things but Jesus said to him, “Ye must be born again” [image: image4.wmf](Gospel of John 3:7).  Whoever is saved must get forgiveness of sins and eternal life in God’s way.  God tells us in the Bible that He will save everyone who believes that Jesus shed His blood on the cross for our sins and who takes Jesus into his heart as his Savior.  God’s gift of salvation must be receive; it cannot be earned.  The price has already been paid for it when Jesus died for us.

“Not what these hands have done can save this guilty soul;

Not what this toiling flesh has borne can make my spirit whole.

Not what I feel or do can give me peace with God;

Not all my prayers, and sighs and tears can bear my awful load.

Thy work alone, O Christ, can ease this weight of sin;

Thy blood alone, O Lamb of God, can give me peace within.

Thy love to me, O God, not mine, O Lord, to Thee,

[image: image5.wmf][image: image6.wmf]Can rid me of this dark unrest and set my spirit free.”

Why did he do this?  We know it was because sin was in him when he was born.  All of us were born with sin in us.  The only way the boy, or anyone else, could be changed is to be born again by accepting Christ as Savior.  In his picture the boy looked sweet as could be.  But in God’s sight he was a guilty sinner the same as every unsaved person.  Isaiah 64:6 says that “all our righteousnesses are as filthy rags.”

II. Another kind of person we meet in soul-winning is the one who thinks he is too great a sinner to be saved.

[image: image7.wmf]This kind is not as common as the other just mentioned.  However, Satan is smart.  Sometimes he gets people to believe they are good enough and do not need a Savior.  Then he leads them into some great sin and makes them believe they are so bad Jesus cannot save them.  If a person really means it when he says this, take courage, for we have a Savior who can save anyone no matter how much he has sinned.

A. Show him that he needs Jesus as his Savior.
Until a person can see himself as a lost sinner needing Jesus as his Savior, there is little use going any further in telling about salvation.  Have the one with whom you are talking read Romans 3:23, “For all have sinned and come short of the glory of God.”  Let him read it out of the Bible.  This gets him used to reading God’s Word.  However, if he refuses to read it, read it to him out of the Bible.  Now say, “How many have sinned?”  Get him to answer, “All have sinned,” for that is what God says in the Bible.  Then ask him, “Does this mean you?  Have you sinned?”  If he is honest, his answer must be “Yes.”
If he says, “But I don’t feel that I have sinned,” you must then make it clear to him that it does not matter how he feels – God says that he has sinned.  What he feels will not change what God says nor keep him out of hell.  Isaiah 53:6 can also be used to show that everyone has sinned.  It says, “All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned everyone to his own way.”  Ask the question, “How many have gone astray?”  “All.”  “Does this mean you?”  “Yes.”  “What does astray mean?” “Being lost.”  “What are you then?”  “Lost.”  Try to get him to say, “I am lost.”  You are trying to get him to see he is lost and if he says so himself, it makes it more real to him.  Saying “I am lost” helps him to know that his is lost in sin.

B. Tell him he is just the one Jesus came to save.
Luke 19:10 says that Jesus came “to seek and to save that which was lost.”  If a person says, “I am a great sinner; I am lost,” say to him, “Well then, you are just the person the Lord Jesus is looking for – He came to save the lost.” 
If someone should feel he is the worst sinner who ever lived, read I Timothy 1:15 to him.  In this verse the Apostle Paul said he was the chief sinner before he was saved.  God saved him and wonderfully used him.  Even the worst sinner today can be gloriously saved by taking Christ as Savior.
III. Still another kind of person we meet in soul-winning is the one who says he cannot understand the Bible.
A. Say to such a person, “Of course you can’t understand the Bible until you are saved.”

God’s Word says that God’s message to man is foolishness to those who are not saved.  When we are saved we receive the Holy Spirit.  He told the ones who wrote the Bible what to say and will help all who are saved to understand what is written in the Bible.  Read I Corinthians 1:18 and 2:14.  When we see something with our eyes we believe that it is there.  Many of the things we read about in the Bible we cannot see with our eyes so God wants us to believe first and then He will help us see or understand these things.  Tell the person who doesn’t understand the Bible to believe in the Lord Jesus Christ, take Him as Savior, and he will receive the Holy Spirit.  The Holy Spirit will then teach him the wonderful things that are written in God’s Book, the Bible.  When he believes and receives Christ, God becomes his Father and the Bible is the Father’s book of letters to His children.
