The Soul-Winner’s Tools
► Carefully read and keep your lesson you will need it to answer the questions in Lesson 9.
It is necessary for a soul-winner to have the right kind of tools.  The painter has his brushes, the carpenter has his saw and hammer, the soldier has his gun, and the dentist has his instruments.  The soul-winner also needs things to use in his work.  This lesson tells about some of the tools that a soul-winner needs.
A. Use a prayer list daily.
[image: image2.wmf]A prayer list, like the one above, should be started by every Christian.  You should keep this list in the front of your Bible, on your mirror or in some other place where you will see it often.  This will remind you to pray more for lost souls.  However, you may find it even better to have your prayer list in a small notebook.  A notebook isn’t so easily lost.  In years to come you will be able to look back in this book and see the names of those for whom you have prayed.  Keep your prayer list close by you when you pray.  Talk to the Lord about each person on it.  Ask Him to show you when and how to speak to certain ones.
Whatever paper or page you use to start your prayer list should be divided into three columns.  Use one for the date on which you began praying for the person, the next column for the person’s name, and the last column for the date on which the person was saved.

[image: image3.wmf]It is easy to get names for your prayer list.  (Do not use the names printed in the list on this page.  They are not the names of any real people that we know.  They are only used to show you how to make a prayer list.)  No one ever needs to be without new names for his list.  Ask your neighbor if he is a Christian.  Ask your friends, your neighbors, and others.  It isn’t always necessary to ask if a person is a Christian or not.  You can often tell by what people say and do whether or not they are Christians.  You could also ask your Sunday School superintendent for the names of the unsaved in your Sunday School.  Keep praying for a person until that one is saved.  Your heart will be thrilled as the Lord answers prayers and you begin to fill in the dates in the last column

“Lead me to some soul today, O teach me, Lord, just what to say;

Friends of mine are lost in sin, And cannot find their way.

Few there are who seem to care, And few there are who pray;

Melt my heart and fill my life, Give me one soul today.”

B. Always carry a New Testament.
You can easily carry a New Testament everywhere you go.  If you do this, you will have it to use anytime God wants you to help someone.  The New Testament is small but it is an important, powerful [image: image5.wmf]tool in soul-winning (Hebrews 4:12).  Someone has said, “It is no larger than a compact the girls carry in their purses, but it can help a person get lasting beauty from God, the beauty of holiness.  It is no larger than a man’s billfold, but it contains more wealth.”
The whole Bible should be taken with you when you know you are going to be speaking to someone about his soul, so you can use Old Testament verses as well as ones from the New Testament.  But a soul can be won by using a New Testament, a Gospel of John, or even just one Bible verse.  Some parts of God’s Word should be with you at all times.  Someone may say, “My thoughts are as good as yours,” but he cannot say this when you read Bible verses for they are God’s words.  When the unsaved see you carrying a Testament they feel you are sincere, that you really believe what you are talking about and mean business.  It will help you, too, because you know you are on solid ground when you use God’s Word.  As you try to win souls you will find that the unsaved often like to argue.  If you say some Bible verses, it should stop their arguing, for they cannot win an argument with God.
C. Always carry tracts.

[image: image6.wmf]Tracts are to a soul-winner what ammunition is to a soldier.  There are many kinds of tracts.  You can get special ones for most every kind of person you will meet.  Various Christian companies will send you free tracts if you promise to give them out prayerfully.  (If you do not know where to write, send us a note and we will send you an address or some tracts.)  Sometimes a tract itself will be the means of showing a person his need of a Savior and bringing him to repentance and faith in Jesus Christ.  This is because tracts contain Bible verses.  Thousands of people have been saved by reading verses from God’s Word in tracts.  Choose a tract that would interest the person who will be reading it.  A soldier is interested in tracts written for soldiers, a child understands one that is written for children, and so on.  Always pray for the person who receives the tract.  Give or leave tracts in the bus and in any public place.  Enclose them in letters.  Pass them out to those who wait on you in the store.  You can say, as you give the person the tract, “Please read this when you have time.”
[image: image7.wmf]The best tract in the whole world is a Gospel of John.  Save a little money and buy some of these.  They will be the best things you have ever bought.  Many, many people have been led to Christ by reading these little messengers.  A Christian worker had given an old man a Gospel of John.  The next time she visited him she found him all smiles.  As he held the little book lovingly, he said, “It’s all in there!”  Yes, the way of salvation is all in the little Gospel of John.  The thirty-first verse of the twentieth chapter of the Gospel of John says John wrote this Gospel to help people become Christians.  Many school children have been saved by reading the Gospels given by the Children’s Bible Mission.

This lesson has been about the tools God has given you to use in winning souls.  God can do wonderful things through you if you use what He has given you. 
If a person with no arms, no voice, only one leg, and suffering pain much of the time could witness for her Lord, think of what you can do.  As you use your soul-winner’s tools, you should see many precious souls born again soon.

“The Sunshine Invalid” had a disease which caused her to have both arms and one leg taken off.  Then she lost her voice.  She suffered pain constantly.  In spite of all this trouble, she trusted the Lord and He made her very happy.  One day she had a vision in which she was shown how a carpenter could make a wooden and iron piece to be fastened on the stump of her right arm.  A pointer could be fastened to this piece.  On a swinging shelf in front of her she had the letters of the alphabet under a piece of glass.  Then with the pointer she would point from one letter to another, and so “talk” with her visitors.  Pointing to the letters she began to say, “I believe this is something I can do for Jesus.”  When visitors came to see her she would show them New Testaments and tell them, pointing to the letters, that she would give them one if they would promise to read it and carry it with them.  In two years, 137 persons received New Testaments, promising to read and carry them.
